The ABET committee (AC) met on 29 November 2016, Tuesday, in the presence of the Dept. Chairmans, at 05:00 pm in the ABET room in TSU to discuss the agenda. 
1) Committee has agreed that Electronic Engineering (EE) and Computer Science (CS) departments will complete the sections in Criterion 1 (Students), Criterion 2 (Program  Education Objectives), Criterion 3 (Student Outcomes) in the Comprehensive Preliminary Self-Study Report and send it to the ABET consultant.  Prof. Hashemipour will provide every needed sample of the charts and tables for the SSR.
2) The concern was raised by Ramaz Botchorishvili and Magda Alania (the head of the Quality Assurance of the Faculty) that the curriculum sent by the CS program if it is final, differs from the curriculum adopted in 2013, which was assessed by ABET. In addition, they were concerned the problem may occur with the ABET standards of the minimum percentages of the courses. Examples of ABET accredited CS programs were distributed to the committee members beforehand. The Head of the department of the CS agreed to amend the curriculum further to comply meet the ABET requirement.  
3) Department will decide on the format of their detailed course descriptions. Examples of detailed course descriptions were sent to the committee members by the Prof. Hashemipour.
4) Committee has also agreed to have planned meetings every second Tuesday 4 pm in the ABET coordination room in TSU, II building. 
5) The representative's EE and CS departments showed readiness to start working on the folders of display material for each course.
6) Organize ABET introduction meeting with students to raise awareness. 
7) Agreed on the faculty ABET web page template.
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
